BSSH Clinical Data and Registries Committee
BSSH’s UK Hand Registry (formerly Audit database) continues to expand and develop. 
The Clinical Data and Registries Committee has one vacancy and requests an expressions of interest from BSSH Members and Associate Members who would like to be considered for a 3-year period of membership of this committee (start date March 2025 until December 2027).  

The Clinical Data and Registries Committee comprises a Chair, the BSSH Officers (President, Honorary Secretary, Vice President), Database Governor, the Database Administrator, and 5 elected members.  The committee meets twice a year and maintains and develops BSSH’s UK Hand Registry.  
Currently the Committee is working on:

1. Refining the Amplitude-delivered platform
2. Increasing uptake & engagement with the membership
3. Aligning with other musculoskeletal registries
4. Incorporating research pathways into the registry

5. Arthroplasty implants
Elected members are allocated to work on maintaining and updating the system, and/or on one of the ongoing projects, but are also encouraged to bring their own ideas and suggestions for improvement of the site. It is estimated a member may spend, on average, 1 hour a week on committee work.
Committee members are expected to attend the two annual Clinical Data and Registries Committee Meetings.  These meetings may be held either virtually or in person.  Expenses will be covered for having to travel to any in person meetings. It is also expected that a Committee member will attend at least one of the BSSH Scientific Meetings.
Other duties of the committee members may include occasional attendance at other meetings relevant to their role in the committee, and demonstration of the UK Hand Registry when necessary.
The following credentials are required:

1. Fellow or Associate membership of the Society.

2. A demonstrable interest in audit; regular use of the UK Hand Registry
3. Enthusiasm and sufficient time to actively participate in running and improving the BSSH audit database
4. Availability to attend 2 committee meetings and a BSSH scientific meeting annually
We are fortunately supported by both a Database Administrator and a professional IT developer, so no specific IT/data handling skills are required.
